Review Portfolio Structure
We reviewed the format that we had set for the various portfolios.  We added Bill MacIndoe as the overall coordinator for the anniversary projects committee.  Ross MacDonald offered to be a property contact for the committee, we will make sure that any changes proposed to the camp property are OK’d first.  Molly also offered to help out as an assistant for the dinner.
Communication

We discussed the options for a 50th anniversary logo, and after some discussion decided to go with the “winter tree” logo with a few modifications.  Refer to the final versions attached.  Jane will use this for the 2010 brochure which needs to be reprinted.  The camp website has been updated with a page about the anniversary.  Dave will continue to expand on this.  The committee members agreed to include the names and emails of the committee on the website to make it easy for people to contact us.  We should consider taking out an advertisement in the observer in addition to our Bridge article.  Also consider doing something on the A channel.  Dave will contact Cam to ask about directors, to add to the list of camp directors we have been compiling.

Memorabilia

This has been continuing slowly.  Bill and Jane will let Edward know the latest date that they will be able to accept additional pictures for the video and memories book respectively.  Many of the pictures from this summer contain campers that signed a release for memorabilia but not a release for advertising/promotion purposes.  We decided to be on the safe side we should only include in our materials pictures that have the advertising release signed.  Jane is working on a memories book – she will ask a couple of friends for help with this.  We thought that a cost of $10 would be reasonable for this.
50th Anniversary Video

Bill (and John) have interviewed Bill Stevens and have a good idea of how they are going to organize next interviews and the final video.  Next interview is planned for the weekend in Toronto.  Bill will work with Keith to get in touch with the Bayless brothers who are eager to participate in the video.

50th Anniversary Projects

Bill reported that we have been approved for the 50 trees working together with the UTRCA and TD.  We decided on a date of April 17 to plant the trees.  We discussed the potential projects and decided we would focus on the deck idea.  Todd got a price for a mid-sized deck – around $2000 for materials and another $2000 or so for construction.  Bill will organize a meeting with Todd, Ross and Keith to put together a plan for how to keep this project moving forward.  We discussed ideas for souveniers and decided that the best options were t-shirts, hats, buttons, pens and tattoos.  Todd will follow up to get some pricing options for these items.
July 3 activities at camp

For the day activities Kieth will arrange a transportation system to get visitors from a parking area on the farm into the camp.  Rebecca Woodall is organizing a campfire at the camp for the evening.
